
It is estimated to cost $22,700 to mill and overlay the above streets. (999 ft of streets x 
$60,000 per lane mile of street =$22,700) A structural overlay is anticipated to add 8-12 
years of service life to these streets. 

In comparison to many other communities in Michigan, here in Negaunee we are fortunate 
that our traffic count volumes are fairly low. The fewer vehicles that are impacting our 
streets help to extend expected service life of our pavements. As we move forward with 
pavement treatments it is expected that extended service life will be at the high end of the 
estimates, and possibly higher. 

FUTURE: 
Evaluation of street surfaces will be ongoing. Each year the entire street system will be 
evaluated and the asset management plan will be updated and revised in accordance to the 
findings. Actual costs each year will need to be determined for a proper plan to be 
implemented. Future funding will be critical. New technologies, as well as utilizing the 
correct existing maintenance repair for our community will be paramount to the 
community supporting the asset management plan.
