
9.	 Anyone or group which has been granted a burn permit must abide by the 
stipulations printed on the burn permit. The permit must be available at the burn 
site at all times. All fires must be attended to at all times All fires must be fuIIy 
extinguished before leaving unattended! Deviance from this rule will void said 
burn permit and the operators may be subject to legal action and associated cost. 

10. Any fire which cannot be controlled is the responsibility of the operator. The 
operator, which is the person or party that the permit was issued to, will be 
responsible for all damages to property, harm to people and the environment that 
is a direct result from not having the fire under control at all times. Violators may 
be subject to legal action and any associated cost! 

11. The creation of any type of smoke including white smoke ordinarily allowed may 
be offensive to other residents nearby the location where a burn permit is being 
used. Any person or group receiving a burn permit accepts the fact that they may 
be subject to a civil suit from such complainants for reasons of health or other 
Issues. 

12. The burning of building materials is prohibited! The burning of anything which 
creates black smoke is prohibited! The use of accelerants to start a fire is 
prohibited! Violators may be subject to legal action! 

13. Any type of fire must be guarded against mischievous children for their safety and 
others. All fires must be guarded until fully extinguished! The operator of a burn 
permit accepts full responsibility! 

14. When the Michigan Department of Natural Resources declares a moratorium on 
the issuing of burn permits the city will not issue permits. This is for the general 
fire safety to prevent grass and wild fires. 

15. Anyone who provides misleading information to the Fire department in requesting 
a burn permit will have their permit automatically revoked and,be subject to legal 
action. 

16. All expired permits are void. It is the responsibility of the owner ofa burn permit 
to know when their permit is expired! 

17. WARNING! The act of burning is considered dangerous to people and property! 
Anyone or group which receives a burn permit of any type is responsible for all 
and any harmful results from the fires which occur intentionally or by accident! 

18. Burning without a permit is a violation of city ordinances and will result in 
legal action! llIegal fires will be extinguished by the Fire Department and all 
costs associated will be billed to the violator(s)! 

19. Any resident or group receiving a recreational burn permit will hold the City 
of Negaunee, the City of Negaunee Fire Department and its issuing Officer, 
Harmless. This means the Operator(s) that the permit was issued to assume 
all responsibilities in the act of burning!
