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Council have recently approved submission of a 
$450,000 grant request to the Department of 
Transportation to construct a portion of the trail 
from the Senior Center in Negaunee to the Brown­
stone Inn in Ishpeming. The two communities have 
worked closely together to plan their project along 
with leadership from Carol Fulsher of the Lake Supe­
rior Community Partnership. In addition to this 
funding, we expect to learn about applications for 
additional funding from a Healthy Living Grant 
($25,000), Michigan Community for the Arts 
Grant ($ 75,000 approved) and a Community Foun­
dation Grant ($200,000) to assist with t rail con-
