Jackson Mine Park Playground – Public input session

George Meister of GEI consultants presented the proposed playground location within the Jackson Mine Park. The exact features of the playground have yet to be determined.
The final design and costs will be presented to the Parks Board for approval. 

City 5yr Recreation Plan – CUPPAD & Public input session

Julia Cogger of CUPPAD gave a presentation on the update of the City’s 5yr recreation plan. The focus and discussion of the presentation was the community survey and the public response. The activities that generated the most response was walking, biking and playground visits. The most frequented parks included the Iron Ore heritage trail, Miners, Teal Lake beach and Jackson Mine Park. 

Ryan Soucy of CUPPAD gave a presentation on the update of the City Master plan.

The Master Plan objective is the future, strategic planning of land use and development. 

The master plan includes the 5yr recreation and the Capital improvement plan. The focus and discussion of the presentation was economic development, natural resources, access to amenities, quality of life and community facilities.
