A motion was made by Council Member Smith, supported by Council Member Wallner and
unanimously carried to approve the agenda as amended.

A motion was made by Mayor Gladwell, supported by Council Member Smith and unanimously

carried to appoint Robert Jandron to the Planning Commission and Dave Nelson to the Library

next regular election and Rich Uren to the Zoning Board of Appeals.

WHEREAS, the City of Negaunee City Council has reviewed the City of Negaunee 2016
Master Plan, which is also serving as the City’s Recreation Plan and that this plan recognizes
various City recreation needs, and,;

WHEREAS, a five-year recreation plan is required to be eligible to apply for recreation
grants administered by the Department of Natural Resources, Grants Management, and,;

WHEREAS, the City of Negaunee City Council directed its Planning Commission to
prepare a master plan for the community and the draft plan was available 30 days prior to a
scheduled public hearing, and;

WHEREAS, the City of Negaunee Recreation and Parks Commission conducted a public
hearing on December 14, 2016 to accept public comment regarding the City of Negaunee 2016
Master Plan, in regards to City recreation, and;

WHEREAS, after the public hearing, the City of Negaunee Recreation and Parks
Commission voted to recommend adoption of the City of Negaunee 2016 Master Plan as its
Recreation Plan by the City Council.

NOW, THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED, the City of Negaunee City Council adopts the
City of Negaunee 2016 Master Plan as its official recreation planning document.
